We would like to invite you to join an initiative that will assist the Eau Claire Broadcast market in the event of an emergency.  We have all seen the news stories from New Orleans and throughout the Gulf Coast and we recognize the importance of maintaining effective communication to the public in the event of an emergency.

The initiative is called the Media Security and Reliability Council (MSRC).  The national MSRC group (www.mediasecurity.org) consists of leading broadcasters, emergency response organizations, and media groups.

The ultimate objective is to create a “public/private partnership that will effectively deliver emergency information to citizens as quickly as possible to mitigate the impact of major emergencies and disasters”.

More specifically, the objective is to create a plan by which all broadcasters agree to share resources in order to backup broadcasting facilities so that important information will reach the public, and to integrate the plan with government emergency response plans.

Local markets in Wisconsin are creating plans based on the best practice recommendations from the national organization.  We’ve already held meetings for the Milwaukee, Madison, and Green Bay/Appleton markets.
